Posters, Tracts, 
Lessons, mobile libraries, and Christian movies are 
all being considered valuable tools in serving those

A new and exciting concept in connecting with our 
potential students is in the process of taking 
shape. For want of a 
better name we have 
dubbed the prospect

We hope to pilot the project 
soon.  Our instinct is that this solution could offer 
many opportunities in all of the other ministry areas 
we serve, Churches & Schools. Potential exists for the 
solution to open up new possibilities in Hospitals, 
Homes and Business venues.
